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Wellbeing Update
Wellbeing Support for Families

Do you have a child with developmental delays in areas such as speech, social skills, emotional regulation,
physical development, or learning? Or does your child have a diagnosed condition? You are not alone,
and support is available.

If you have any concerns about your child’s development or wellbeing, your child’s classroom teacheris a
great first point of contact. They can work with you to understand your child’s needs and guide the next
steps.

Your GP can also play an important role. They are able to provide care plans, including Mental Health Care
Plans, which can give access to a limited number of subsidised sessions with professionals such as
psychologists, speech pathologists, or occupational therapists. In some cases, short-term support can make
a significant difference by providing strategies to support your child’s wellbeing and development.

For younger children, the National Disability Insurance Scheme (NDIS) may provide early intervention
support. Children under 6 can be eligible if they have two or more developmental delays. For children over
6, a formal diagnosis is generally required, and applications are assessed on an individual basis.

At Somerville Rise Primary School, we are fortunate to have on-site services available to support students:
# Second Nature Psychology
®  Arliam - Speech Therapy and Occupational Therapy
Access to these services may occur through different pathways, depending on your child’'s needs.
* NDIS funding (for eligible students)
*  Private arrangements with providers
= GP Care Plans, including Mental Health Care Plans, which may provide subsidised sessions

If you would like support accessing these services, have questions about your child’'s development, or need
guidance with NDIS applications, please reach out to Megan or myself. We are here to support you and
your child every step of the way.
