NAPLAN Results 

 

2025 NAPLAN results have been sent home with students this week. 

 

Student achievement in NAPLAN is reported using proficiency standards for each 

assessment area at each year level. The standards are set at a challenging but 

reasonable expectation of what students know and can do at the time of testing.  

 

There are 4 proficiency levels:  

 Exceeding: the student’s result exceeds expectations at the time of testing.  

 Strong: the student’s result meets challenging but reasonable expectations at the time of testing.  

 Developing: the student’s result indicates that they are working towards expectations at the time of 

testing. 

 Needs additional support: the student’s result indicates that they are not achieving the learning 

outcomes that are expected at the time of testing. They are likely to need additional support to 

progress satisfactorily. 

 

The proficiency level descriptions below describe some of the skills and understandings students can generally 

demonstrate at the time of testing. The aim of the descriptions is not to describe each individual student, but 

to provide a fair summary of typical skills and understandings for a student at the level.
